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	ACADIA
	Includes present day Nova Scotia, P.E.I., & parts of New Brunswick & Quebec.



	BILL
	Farmer in New France & later in Quebec.



	DEPORT
	A formal request to a government or authority by a group of people, for a specific action.



	CONFISCATED
	Place of safety; place to escape from danger.


	TREATY
	A new land settled & controlled by citizens of a distant country.


	DIVERSITY
	A person granted land by the French king to divide into long lots of farmland & assign to habitants.



	EXPORT
	People living in the 13 Colonies who remained loyal to Britain, many came to British North America; called “Tories”


	COLONY
	A right granted for 1 person/group to control by buying / selling.


	KING’S DAUGHTERS
	Variety; difference.



	MONOPOLY
	Property taken away by someone in authority usually by a government.


	DEED
	A tax paid to the government on goods brought into a country.



	REFUGE
	To remove or move away; to force people away from their homes or a country by government order.


	BOYCOTT
	Loss of one's freedom; having little power.



	SEIGNEUR
	To sell goods to other countries (or colonies).


	TARIFF
	Land held by the government to be used as it wanted to.


	HABITANT
	An official agreement between groups or nations.



	LOYALISTS
	Refusal to trade with a country or company or to buy its products.


	PETITION
	A document legally granting someone ownership.


	OPPRESSION
	Woman who came at the French king's expense to New France to marry & settle there.


	CROWN LAND
	A proposed law to be debated & voted on.
