PROBABILITY JEOPARDY

TAKE YOUR CHANCE – 100
Question: What is the chance of drawing a king of hearts from a deck randomly?
Answer: What is 1/52 = 0.0192… ≈ 1.92%

TAKE YOUR CHANCE – 200
Question: What is the probability of picking a 3 in a standard deck of cards?
Answer: What is 1/13 ≈ 0.0769 ≈ 7.69%

TAKE YOUR CHANCE – 300
[bookmark: _GoBack]Question: Two dice are thrown. What is the probability of getting a total of 7?
Answer: What is 1/6 ≈ 0.1667 ≈ 16.67%








TAKE YOUR CHANCE – 400
Question: Calculate the probability that the person picked was a child.

100 children with 180 total participants.
100/180 – reduced to 5/9
OR 100/180 = 0.555 -> 0.56
TAKE YOUR CHANCE – 500
Question: There's a 30% chance of rain each day. Over 90 days, how many days would you expect rain?
Answer: What is 27? (0.30 × 90)

DICE & COINS - 100
Question: is coin unfair if lands on heads 16x on 20 attempts?
Answer: What is no?

DICE & COINS - 200
Question: 3 coin flips all tails
Answer: what is ⅛, 0.125, 12.5%?

DICE & COINS - 300
Question: 20 sided die is rolled - chance it rolls on # divisible by 7
Answer: What is 1/10, 0.1, 10%?

DICE & COINS - 400
Question: Heads and even number?
Answer: What is ¼, 0.25, 25%? 

DICE & COINS - 500
Question: Theoretical probability of getting tails and 3
Answer: What is 1/160?

THEORETICAL & EXPERIMENTAL - 100
Question: Is expected theoretical or experimental?
Answer: What is theoretical? 

THEORETICAL & EXPERIMENTAL - 200
Question: Flip coin 100 times equal heads and tails in practice?
Answer: What is NO?

THEORETICAL & EXPERIMENTAL - 300
Question: Probability you win school raffle.
Answer: What is 1/50?

THEORETICAL & EXPERIMENTAL – 400
Question: Probability of choosing a graphic novel.
Answer: What is 1/5 = 0.2 = 20%

THEORETICAL & EXPERIMENTAL – 500
Question: Probability the song is hip-hop.
Answer: What is 7/15 ≈ 0.4667 ≈ 46.67%

TREE DIAGRAMS – 100
Question: In a tree diagram, what does each branch represent?
Answer: What is one possible outcome or choice?

TREE DIAGRAMS – 200
Question: How many total outcomes?
Answer: What is 4 outcomes

TREE DIAGRAMS – 300
Question: Is this an independent or dependent event?
Answer: What is independent?

TREE DIAGRAMS – 400
Question: Chance RJ partners with Sam or Zoe?
There are three possible people that each student can be paired with. We want to know what the chance of RJ being with Sam or Zoe (2 favourable outcomes).
Probability = favourable outcome / total possible outcomes = 2/3
Sam or Zoe / Sam or Zoe or Mia
TREE DIAGRAMS – 500
Question: How many coins are flipped?
Answer: What is 3 coins.

TRAVEL & TRANSPORT – 100
Question: Probability the bus is late?
Answer: What is 40% = 0.4 = 2/5

TRAVEL & TRANSPORT – 200
Question: Probability roads are not icy for 3 days?
If you know that the roads have a 20% chance to be icy, they have an 80% chance to be NOT ICY.
0.8 x 0.8 x 0.8 = 0.512 -> 51.2%




TRAVEL & TRANSPORT – 300
Question: Probability of a delay?
50% chance to take each option
30% chance that the bus is delayed
10% chance that the train is delayed

A = bus/train delay; B = chance of taking each (50%)
P(a x b) = P1
P(a x b) = P2
P1 + P2 = answer

0.3 x 0.5 = 0.15
0.1 x 0.5 = 0.05

0.15 + 0.05 = 0.20 -> 20% chance

TRAVEL & TRANSPORT – 400
Question: Probability of congestion both days?
Answer: What is 49% = 0.49 = 49/100

TRAVEL & TRANSPORT – 500
Question: Probability all independent events occur?
Answer: What is 9% = 0.09 = 9/100

FINAL JEOPARDY – RIDDLE
Question: No matter how many times you try, I always happen.
Answer: What is a certain event? (Probability = 1 = 100%)
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
