ADAPTATIONS: Animals evolve to be successful. This includes unique behaviors.

Hibernation – taking it easy when times are tough. (chipmunks, bats, gophers)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Migration – following food; avoiding the cold season. (caribou, geese, whales)
Camouflage / Changing Colours – blending in, communicating
Mimicry / Disguise – pretending you’re someone else. 
Echolocation – bats hunting bugs in the dark
Superior Hearing – rabbits avoiding danger
Night Vision – makes hunting easy
Resource Conservation – storing fat / water: camels, cacti
Poison – for capturing prey or scaring predators
Swimming - predator/prey relationships
Flying – to find food or…
Sharp Claws – to dig burrows
Durable Teeth – beavers having teeth that always grow
Body Covering – hard protective shells, warm hair, waterproof membranes
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
