SLURRY – a thick suspension of solids in a liquid. 
(A mixture of water & solids.)

We make slurries to help transport solids & for industrial purposes.
Eg: A mixture of water &

· cement to form concrete
· gelling agent and oxidizers for explosives
· wood pulp used to make paper
· animal waste used as fertilizer
· meat slurry, a food product  (sausage)
· abrasive substances to polish metals, a manufacturing process

· ice crystals to lower the freezing point, called slurry ice
· ceramic powder used in the processing of ceramics.

· bean slurry, a food product
· corn starch used in cooking to thicken liquids pudding or gravy.
· (clay, lime, gypsum, sand, mud) to make plaster to wall ceilings.  
· plaster, mica, silicone for Poly-filler for repairing drywall.
· Seeds, hydroseeding, seeding fields
· Fire retardant chemicals to stop fires (from planes)
Other examples: rocket fuel, river sediment (dredging silt - harbour entrance), some toothpastes, industrial paints, coal-oil slurry
