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	BOILING
	A substance that conducts heat well.


	CHEMICAL ENERGY
	A form of vapourization; the slow change of state from a liquid to a gas.


	CONDENSATION
	Energy that’s transferred from particles of hotter substances to particles w/ less heat.

	CONDUCTION
	The transfer of heat by waves of energy through a gas.


	CONDUCTOR
	A state of matter. Takes on the container’s shape, flows & easy to compress.

	CONVECTION
	It has a set volume, takes the shape of the container. It flows & is difficult to compress.

	EVAPOURATION
	The transfer of heat by the collision of particles in a solid.


	FREEZING
	One of the sources of heat.


	FUSION
	A form of vapourization; the fast change of state from a liquid to a gas.

	GAS
	The change of state from a liquid to a solid.


	HEAT
	The change of state from a solid directly to a gas.


	JOULE (J)
	A measure of the average energy level of the particles in a substance.

	LIQUID
	An instrument that is used to measure the temperature of substances.


	NUCLEAR REACTION
	The change of state from a liquid to a gas.


	RADIATION
	The transfer of heat by the movement of particles from one part of a fluid to another.

	SOLIDIFICATION
	The change from a gas to a liquid.


	SUBLIMATION
	The unit used to measure all forms of energy, including heat.

	TEMPERATURE
	Stored energy that can be released as heat.


	THERMOMETER
	A nuclear reaction, H atoms are joined together to form He, releasing energy.

	VAPOURIZATION
	Another name for the change of state from a liquid to a solid.
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
